Knowledge of their tools and the ability to 

use them to maximum advantage is a fundamental pre­

requisite for the successful prosecution of any art.

Photography 

makes use of optical systems and chemical processes, 

and because these tools are more complex than those

used by other artists it is especially important for 

the photographer to master his equipment and to recog­

nize its potentialities. ’"hen this knowledge has 

become second nature, then only is the creative impulse 

completely unfettered.
